He has tested you both, but I also hear in this the continuing unwavering commitment  that 

God’s called you to do. I believe one of the reasons we go through these tests is because they are birth pains 

to a new birth. Walking Tall isn’t meant to stay only in Southern Oregon. God has a bigger vision for it, and 

He is going to use you across the country to accomplish it. 

We’re simply proud to be a small part of what you do. Thank you for everything you’re doing, you are more 

than deserving of the Servant Leadership Award.
